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Spoločnosť TRANSPET-
ROL, a. s., je strategicky 
dôležitou súčasťou eko-
nomiky Slovenskej repub-
liky.

Žiaľ, v  roku 2020 svet nepríjemne prekvapila pan-
démia zákerného vírusu COVID-19. K  nelichotivej 
situácii Spoločnosť okamžite pristúpila mimoriadne 
zodpovedne a  v  záujme zabezpečenia bezpečnej 
a  plynulej prevádzky ropovodného systému a za-
chovania zdravia svojich zamestnancov bezodklad-
ne prijala viacero účinných opatrení. 

Rozhodnutím Ministerstva hospodárstva Sloven-
skej republiky, ako jediného akcionára Spoločnos-
ti, bolo dňa 15. júna 2020 vymenované nové ve-
denie spoločnosti TRANSPETROL, a. s. Ihneď po 
jeho nástupe do funkcií bol realizovaný celý rad 
racionalizačných opatrení, čím za pomerne krátky 
čas dosiahnuté ciele vysoko prevýšili tie vytýčené. 
Zrýchlením riadiacich procesov, reformou štruktúr 
a odborných úsekov, no najmä prehodnotením ná-
kladových položiek dobiehajúcich projektov sa nám 
podarilo dosiahnuť hospodársky výsledok na úrovni 
210 % oproti plánu, a  to za podmienky dodržania 
efektívnosti, účelnosti a hospodárnosti. V  tejto sú-
vislosti je nevyhnutné zdôrazniť, že žiadne z uvede-
ných opatrení nemalo negatívny dopad na plynulosť 
a bezpečnosť prevádzky. 

Prelomovou skutočnosťou z hľadiska cezhraničné-
ho prepojenia bolo v uplynulom roku prehodnotenie 
významu organizačnej zložky Bratislava-Schwechat 
Pipeline na Slovensku. Viedli nás k tomu dva dôvo-
dy – úspora finančných prostriedkov a zároveň usta-
novenie v Programovom vyhlásení vlády Slovenskej 
republiky, v ktorom vláda Slovenskej republiky dek-
laruje definitívne zrušenie výstavby ropovodu cez Žit-

ný ostrov. Avšak, pri tomto je nevyhnutné zdôrazniť 
skutočnosť, že rokovaniami s rakúskou stranou sa 
Spoločnosť snaží udržať aspoň na tri roky prístupo-
vé práva k pozemkom na rakúskej strane, kým sa 
nenájde technicko-spoločenské riešenie predmetnej 
otázky. 
Napriek tomu, že preprava ropy, resp. využívanie 
prepravnej kapacity slovenského ropovodného sys-
tému, je do značnej miery ovplyvnená požiadavka-
mi trhu a jeho zákazníkov, dlhodobým cieľom spo-
ločnosti TRANSPETROL, a. s., je naďalej zvyšovať 
množstvo prepravy ropy územím Slovenskej repub-
liky. Nový manažment Spoločnosti vyvíja maximál-
ne úsilie priblížiť sa k  najvyššej možnej prepravnej 
kapacite ropovodov cez územie Slovenskej repub-
liky, aktívne komunikuje so súčasnými odberateľmi 
a v budúcnosti začne vyhľadávať možných nových 
potenciálnych odberateľov, ako aj zákazníkov na 
skladovanie ropy s možnosťou využitia skladovacích 
kapacít. Zároveň Spoločnosť rozširuje svoje aktivity 
zameraním sa na ďalšie na trhu požadované služby 
merania kvalitatívnych parametrov dodávanej ropy, 
čím aj táto služba, pri poskytovaní core business 
Spoločnosti, prispeje k  jej významu a  atraktívnosti 
pre obchodných partnerov. 

Nič zo zmieneného by sa nepodarilo zrealizovať, 
nebyť zodpovedných, pracovitých a cieľavedomých 
zamestnancov, ktorým touto cestou úprimne ďaku-
jem za ich neoceniteľný prínos pre rozvoj spoločnos-
ti TRANSPETROL, a. s.

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TRANSPETROL, a. s., 
is a  strategically impor-
tant part of the economy 
of the Slovak Republic. It 
is one of the largest and 
most important business 
entities in Slovakia, whose 
economic activities signif-
icantly affect the approxi-
mation of the quality of life 
in our country to the level 
of developed European 
countries.

Unfortunately, in 2020, the world was unpleasantly 
surprised by the pandemic of the insidious COV-
ID-19 virus. The Company immediately approached 
the critical situation with extreme responsibility and 
took a number of effective measures without delay 
in order to ensure the safe and smooth operation of 
the oil pipeline system and to maintain the health of 
its employees.

By a decision of the Ministry of Economy of the Slo-
vak Republic, as the sole shareholder of the com-
pany, a new management of TRANSPETROL, a. s., 
was appointed on 15 June 2020. Immediately after 
taking office, a number of rationalisation measures 
were implemented, which in a  relatively short time 
achieved goals that far exceeded those set before. 
By accelerating management processes, reforming 
structures and specialist departments, but especially 
by reviewing the cost items of ongoing projects, we 
managed to achieve an economic result of 210% 
compared to the plan, under the conditions of main-
taining efficiency, effectiveness and economy. In this 
context, it is necessary to emphasize that none of 
these measures had negative impact on the smooth 
and safe operation.

A  turning point in terms of cross-border intercon-
nection last year was the review of the importance 
of the Bratislava-Schwechat Pipeline organizational 
unit in Slovakia. We were led to this by two reasons 
- saving funds while respecting a  provision in the 
Manifesto of the Government of the Slovak Repub-
lic, in which the Government of the Slovak Republic 

declares the final cancellation of the construction of 
the oil pipeline through Žitný ostrov. However, it is 
necessary to emphasize the fact that through nego-
tiations with the Austrian side, the company seeks to 
maintain access rights to land on the Austrian side 
for at least three years until a  technical and social 
solution to the issue is found.

Despite the fact that the transportation of oil, or the 
use of the transmission capacity of the Slovak oil 
pipeline system is to a  large extent susceptible by 
requirements of the market and its customers, the 
long-term goal of TRANSPETROL, a. s., is to contin-
ue increasing the amount of oil transported through 
the territory of the Slovak Republic. The new com-
pany management makes every effort to approach 
the maximum transmission capacity of oil pipelines 
through the Slovak Republic, actively communicat-
ing with current customers and in the future will start 
looking for possible new potential customers as well 
as customers for oil storage with the option of utilis-
ing storage capacity. At the same time, the company 
is expanding its activities by focusing on other ser-
vices required on the market to measure the quali-
ty parameters of supplied oil, whereby this service, 
while providing the company’s  core business, will 
contribute to its importance and attractiveness for 
business partners.

None of the above would have been possible with-
out real, hard-working and determined employees, 
whom I sincerely thank in this way for their invalu-
able contribution to the development of TRANS-
PETROL, a. s.

KAPACITA ROPOVODOV NA SLOVENSKOM ÚZE-

Medzinárodný ropovod DRUŽBA so svojimi 5-tisíc  
kilometrami patrí medzi najdlhšie ropovody sveta, 
začína v  stredoruskom Almatjevsku (Samarská 
oblasť – mesto Samara), kam sa zbiera ropa z Ka-
zachstanu, Kaukazu a  západnej Sibíri. Následne 
ropovod smeruje k  západným hraniciam Ruska, 
kde sa v meste Uneča rozdeľuje. Delí sa na vet-
vu smerujúcu po území Bieloruska cez Polovo 
a Pobaltie do prístavov v Litve a Lotyšsku a vetvu 
DRUŽBY ďalej pokračujúcu do bieloruského Mo-
zyru. Tu sa DRUŽBA rozdeľuje na severnú vetvu 

smerujúcu na Poľsko a  južnú vetvu, ktorá po-
kračuje cez Brody až do ukrajinskej obce Veľké 
Gejevce, kde sa delí na vetvu smerujúcu na Slo-
vensko a Českú republiku a vetvu smerujúcu do 
Maďarska. 

Trasa ropovodu sa v  Slovenskej republike začína 
na ukrajinsko-slovenskej hranici v  katastri obce 
Ruská, pokračuje cez prečerpávaciu stanicu PS1 
Budkovce, z ktorej vychádza vedľajšia línia do rafi-
nérie SWS Slovnaft v obci Vojany. Hlavná potrubná 
línia pokračuje do PS2 Moldava nad Bodvou, PS3 
Rimavská Sobota, PS4 Tupá, kde vyúsťuje aj ropo-
vod Adria, ktorý vstupuje z Maďarska na Slovensko 
v katastri obce Tešmak.

Hlavná vetva pokračuje z PS4 Tupá do PS5 Buča-
ny, kde sa rozdeľuje na dve vetvy. Jedna smeruje 
do Slovnaftu v  Bratislave, druhá smeruje severo-
západne k česko-slovenskej hranici, kde sa v ka-
tastri obce Kátov pri rieke Morava na slovenskej 
strane končí. Dĺžka územia na Slovensku, cez kto-
ré prechádzajú ropovody, je zhruba 510 km. Ro-
povodné potrubie je na väčšine územia zdvojené, 
okrem úseku ropovodu Adria, úseku PS1 Bud-
kovce – SWS Vojany, úseku medzi PS5 Bučany 
a Slovnaftom Bratislava a úseku od koncového za-
riadenia v katastri obce Radošovce, kde je zhruba 
v 51. kilometri od PS5 potrubie DN 700 ukončené 

ježkovacou komorou. Odtiaľto pokračuje ďalej už 
len jedno potrubie DN 500, pričom pred precho-
dom rieky Morava vystupuje na povrch a je vedené 
v  tvare sínusoidy po rieku Morava v dĺžke zhruba

03 OIL PIPELINE NETWORK 
IN THE SLOVAK REPUBLIC

TRANSPETROL, a. s., IS THE ONLY OPERATOR 
OF THE OIL PIPELINE SYSTEM IN THE SLOVAK 
REPUBLIC, AND THEREFORE IT IS ONE OF THE 
STRATEGIC ENTERPRISES OF THE SLOVAK 
ECONOMY. IT PROVIDES TRANSIT AND DOMES-
TIC TRANSPORT OF OIL FOR ITS CUSTOMERS. 
STRATEGIC GEOGRAPHICAL LOCATION AND 
RELATIVELY LARGE TRANSPORT CAPACITY OF 
OIL PIPELINES IN SLOVAK TERRITORY CREATES 
REAL CONDITIONS FOR ITS CONNECTION TO 
EUROPEAN TRANSIT ROUTES.

The international DRUŽBA oil pipeline, with its 5,000 
kilometres, is one of the longest oil pipelines in the 
world, starting in central Russia's Almaty (Samara re-
gion - the city of Samara), where oil is collected from 
Kazakhstan, the Caucasus and western Siberia. 
Subsequently, the pipeline goes to the western bor-
der of Russia, where it is divided in the city of Uneca. 
It is split into a branch flowing through the territory of 
Belarus via Polovo and the Baltics to ports in Lithua-
nia and Latvia, and a branch of DRUŽBA continuing 
to the Belarusian Mozyr. Here, DRUŽBA is further 

split to a  northern branch leading to Poland and 
a southern branch, which continues through Brody 
to the Ukrainian village of Veľké Gejevce, where it is 
divided into a branch heading to Slovakia and the 
Czech Republic and a branch heading to Hungary.

The route of the oil pipeline in the Slovak Republic 
starts at the Ukrainian-Slovak border in the village 
of Ruská, continues through pumping station PS1 
Budkovce, from which a  secondary line emerges 
pipeline to SWS Slovnaft refinery in the village of 
Vojany. The main pipeline continues to PS2 Molda-
va nad Bodvou, PS3 Rimavská Sobota, PS4 Tupá, 
where the Adria oil pipeline also ends, entering Slo-
vakia from Hungary in Tešmak.

The main branch continues from PS4 Tupá to PS5 
Bučany, where it is split into two branches. One 
heads to Slovnaft in Bratislava, the other northwest 
to the Czech-Slovak border, where it ends in the 
village of Kátov by the Morava River on the Slovak 
side. The length of the territory in Slovakia, through 
which the oil pipelines run, is about 510 km. The 
oil pipeline is doubled in most areas, except the 
section of the Adria oil pipeline, section PS1 Bud-
kovce - SWS Vojany, section between PS5 Bučany 
and Slovnaft Bratislava and the section from the ter-
minal in Radošovce, where the DN 700 pipeline is 
terminated approximately 51 km from PS5 by a pig 

chamber. From here, only one DN 500 pipeline con-
tinues, while before crossing the Morava River it ri-
ses to the surface and is led in sinusoidal shape to 
the Morava River about 2 km long on the surface, 
mounted on sliding feet. There is also a short section 
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Existuje aj krátky úsek ropovodov, kde sú v jednej 
línii až štyri potrubia, a to v úseku od PS4 Tupá po 
obec Jur nad Hronom, pričom v prevádzke sú len 
dva výstupy smerom na PS5, DN 500 a DN 700. 
Potrubie 2 x DN 500 po Jur nad Hronom je ukon-
čené ježkovacími komorami, ekologicky vyčistené, 
dočasne odpojené od živej časti ropovodu a  za-
konzervované.

Potrubia sú v zmysle STN 650204 osadené pred 
a za dôležitými križovaniami ciest, železníc a väč-
ších tokov trasovými uzávermi, ktorými je možné 
v prípade potreby daný úsek uzavrieť. Týchto uzá-
verov je celkovo 177. Pre možnosti jednoduchšej 
údržby a  prípadného údržbárskeho zásahu do 
niektorého z potrubí sú navzájom prepojené, a  to 
okrem prepojenia pri koncových zariadeniach v ka-
tastri obce Jur nad Hronom, Radošovciach ešte 
v ďalších deviatich miestach: v katastrálnom území 
obcí Stárňa, Slanské Nové Mesto, Káloša, Rimav-
ská Sobota, Tupá, Turá II, Dyčka, Trstín a Jabloni-
ca. Tieto prepojenia umožňujú premanipulovanie 
toku ropy tak, že určitý úsek potrubia je možné 
odstaviť z prevádzky, pričom nie je prerušená pre-
prava ropy. Všetky uvedené armatúry sú ovládané 
diaľkovo z operátorského pracoviska, prípadne 
elektricky za pomoci servopohonov z  miesta. Pri 
výpadku elektrickej energie je možné uzatvoriť ich 
aj ručne. Tieto armatúry sú osadené každá v sa-
mostatnom objekte nazývanom armatúrna šachta 
(AŠ). AŠ sú napájané a  ovládané z  elektrostaníc 
(ES), nachádzajúcich sa po celej línii ropovodu, 
v  ktorých sa nachádzajú telemetrické podstanice 

a  optické prenosové systémy. K  danej armatúre 
prislúcha ostatná technológia, ako už spomínané 
motorické ovládanie, čiže servopohon na diaľkové 
ovládanie uzatváracích trasových armatúr, monito-
rovanie prevádzkových pomerov ropovodu, t. j. sní-
manie teploty, tlaku ropy, snímanie prechodu ele-
mentu a podobne. Všetky tieto údaje sú prenášané 
prostredníctvom telemetrie a  optického kábla do 
riadiaceho systému SCADA na operátorské stre-

diská jednotlivých prečerpávacích staníc, kde stála 
služba nepretržite monitoruje tieto údaje a v prípa-
de potreby vykoná potrebné opatrenia. V  oblas-
tiach s  významnými vodnými zdrojmi a  ochranou 
krasových útvarov je ropovod navyše vybavený 
systémom LEOS, na sledovanie drobných únikov 
uhľovodíkov do podložia. Sú to lokality Žitný ostrov, 
VZ Boldog, VZ Nenince a Slovenský kras – oblasť 
pri obci Silica. Okrem uvedených systémov sledo-
vania prevádzky potrubia je na celom potrubí zabu-
dovaný systém katódovej ochrany potrubia, ktorý 
vytvára na potrubí aktívnu protikoróznu ochranu.

Medzi preventívne a  pravidelné kontroly patria: 
pochôdzková kontrola ropovodov, kontrola pod-
chodov riek potápačmi, tlaková skúška tesnosti 
ropovodov, meranie stavu izolácie intenzívnou me-
tódou, v rámci ktorej sa vykonáva aj kontrola hĺbky 
uloženia potrubia a rôzne iné. Komplexné meranie 
stavu izolácie je opakované v pravidelných interva-
loch, pričom v  roku 2020 bolo vykonané meranie 
v úsekoch: PS2 Moldava nad Bodvou – PS 3 Ri-
mavská Sobota MRS, PS 3 Rimavská Sobota – PS 
4 Tupá RST, PS 4 Tupá – hranica SR/MR TAD. Do

03 OIL PIPELINE NETWORK 
IN THE SLOVAK REPUBLIC

of oil pipelines, where there are up to four pipelines 
in one line, in the section from PS4 Tupá to the vil-
lage of Jur nad Hronom, while only two outlets are 
in operation heading to PS5, DN 500 and DN 700. 
The pipeline 2 x DN 500 up to Jur nad Hronom it is 
terminated by pig chambers, ecologically cleaned, 
temporarily disconnected from the live part of the oil 
pipeline and mothballed.

In accordance with STN 650204, the pipelines are 
installed in front of and behind important crossings 
of roads, railways and larger streams with route clo-
sures, which can be used to close the section if ne- 
cessary. There are a total of 177 of these closures. 
In order to enable easier maintenance and potential 
maintenance intervention in any of the pipelines, they 
are interconnected, except for the connection at the 
terminal facilities in the villages of Jur nad Hronom, 
Radošovce and nine additional locations: in the area 
of Stárňa, Slanské Nové Mesto, Káloša, Rimavská 
Sobota, Tupá, Turá II, Dyčka, Trstín and Jablonica. 
These connections make it possible to handle the oil 
flow so that a certain section of the pipeline can be 
taken out of operation without interrupting the trans-
port of oil. All the mentioned fittings are controlled re-
motely from the operator's workplace, or electrically 
with the help of actuators at a given location. In the 
event of a power failure, it is also possible to close 
them manually. These fittings are each installed in 
a separate building called a valve shaft (AŠ). AŠ are 
powered and controlled from power stations (ES), 
located along the entire line of the pipeline, which 

house telemetry substations and optical transmis-
sion systems. Other fittings belong to the given 
valve, such as the already mentioned motoric con-
trol, i.e. the actuator for remote control of closing line 
valves, monitoring of operating conditions of the oil 
pipeline, i. e. measuring temperature, oil pressure, 
metering element transition, etc. All of this data is 
transmitted via telemetry and optical cable to the 
SCADA control system to the operator centres of 

individual pumping stations, where the permanent 
service staff continuously monitors this data and, if 
necessary, takes necessary measures. In areas with 
significant water resources and protection of karst 
formations, the pipeline is additionally equipped 
with the LEOS system to monitor small hydrocar-
bon leaks into the subsoil. These are the locations of 
Žitný ostrov, VZ Boldog, VZ Nenince and Slovenský 
kras - an area near the village of Silica. In addition 
to the above-mentioned pipeline operation monitor-
ing systems, a cathodic pipeline protection system 
is built into the entire pipeline, which creates active 
corrosion protection on the pipeline.

Preventive and regular inspections include: walking 
inspection of oil pipelines, inspection of river under-
passes by divers, pressure test of oil pipeline tight-
ness, measurement of the condition of insulation by 
an intensive method, which also includes inspection 
of the depth of the pipeline and various other pa-
rameters. Comprehensive measurement of insula-
tion condition is repeated at regular intervals, while in 
2020 measurement was performed in the sections:

Ďalším dôležitým projektom, s ktorým sme začali, 
je sanácia pôvodných spodových vývodov na te-
lese ropovodu, z dôvodu plánovaného zvyšovania 
prepravných tlakov a  zefektívnenia prepravy ropy 
pomocou tranzitného čerpania. V  roku 2020 sa 
nám podarilo uskutočniť dôležitú a náročnú rekon-
štrukciu ropovodu PS1 Budkovce – SWS Vojany, 
kde sme zrekonštruovali 11 km dlhý úsek ropo-
vodu DN400 vrátane katódovej ochrany, dvoch 
trasových uzáverov a dvoch koncových zariadení, 
ktorý bude v blízkej budúcnosti dôležitou súčasťou 
ropovodného systému hlavne v oblasti rozšírených 
skladovacích kapacít.

Efektívnym spôsobom, ako zabrániť hromadnému 
usádzaniu nečistôt a parafínov v potrubiach, a tým 
priamo zvýšiť efektivitu plynulého prúdenia ropy 
v  ropovode, je v pravidelných intervaloch vykoná-
vať čistiace ježkovanie. Spoločnosť, na základe 
vopred dohodnutých harmonogramov, vykonávala 
aj v roku 2020 toto čistenie na všetkých svojich lí-
niách ropovodu.

Nakoľko ropovody vo vlastníctve TRANSPETROL, 
a. s., patria medzi strategické prvky slovenského 
hospodárstva, je zabezpečená nepretržitá ochrana 
a ostraha ropovodného systému bezpečnostnými 
systémami a  prvkami. Medzi hlavné bezpečnost-
né prvky v objektoch armatúrnych šachiet a elek-
trostaníc patrí kamerový systém, vo vyhotovení do 
výbušného prostredia, ktorý zabezpečuje on-line 
prenos obrazu z  každého jedného objektu. Ten 
je sledovaný a  vyhodnocovaný tak, aby ochrana 
objektov bola zabezpečená na najvyššej možnej 
úrovni. TRANSPETROL, a. s., každoročne inves-
tuje nemalé finančné prostriedky do rekonštrukcie 
a  modernizácie ropovodu podľa najnovších do-
stupných technológií, a  preto sa ropovodná sieť 
Slovenskej republiky ako centrálny tranzitný koridor 
vyznačuje vysokou prevádzkovou spoľahlivosťou 
a bezpečnosťou.
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PS2 Moldava nad Bodvou - PS 3 Rimavská Sobota 
MRS, PS 3 Rimavská Sobota - PS 4 Tupá RST, PS 4 
Tupá - border SR / MR TAD. By the end of 2020, all 
sections of pipelines managed by TRANSPETROL, 
a. s., were measured.

The pipeline is subjected to an internal inspection 
with a certain regularity, the results of which are eval-
uated and, depending on their severity, the pipeline 
defects are repaired using various available tech-
nologies or methods. After the most recent internal 
inspection in 2020 of oil pipelines, which revealed 
defects in our pipelines in sophisticated manner we 
completed the repairs of the most serious errors 
identified from the last inspection. Another impor-
tant project we launched is the rehabilitation of the 
original bottom outlets on the body of the pipeline, 
due to the planned increase in transport pressures 
and streamlining of oil transportation through transit 
pumping. In 2020, we managed to carry out an im-
portant and demanding reconstruction of the PS1 
Budkovce - SWS Vojany oil pipeline, reconstructing 
an 11 km long section of the DN400 oil pipeline, in-
cluding cathodic protection, two route closures and 
two terminals, which will be an important part of the 
oil pipeline system in the near future, mainly in the 
area of extended storage capacity.

An effective way to prevent the accumulation of dirt 
and paraffins in the pipelines, and thus directly in-
crease the efficiency of the smooth flow of oil in the 
pipeline, is to perform pig cleaning at regular inter-
vals. Based on pre-agreed schedules, the company 
also carried out this cleaning on all its pipeline lines 
in 2020.

As the pipelines owned by TRANSPETROL, a. s., 
are one of the strategic elements of the Slovak 
economy, continuous protection and security of the 
oil pipeline system with security systems and ele-
ments is ensured. The main security elements in the 
buildings of valve shafts and power stations include 
a camera system, designed for an explosive envi-
ronment, which ensures online transmission of ima- 
ges from each site. It is monitored and evaluated so 
that the protection of facilities is ensured at the high-
est possible level. TRANSPETROL, a. s., annually 
invests considerable funds in the reconstruction and 
modernisation of the oil pipeline according to the 
latest available technologies, and therefore the oil 
pipeline network of the Slovak Republic as a central 
transit corridor is characterised by high operational 
reliability and safety.

By adopting the above measures, TRANSPETROL, 
a. s., ensured the safety of operation and transpor-
tation of the oil pipeline system.
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A. INVESTIČNÁ VÝSTAVBA

Cieľom technicko-investičného rozvoja Spoločnos-
ti bolo aj v roku 2020 zabezpečiť spoľahlivú a efek-
tívnu prevádzku ropovodného systému so snahou 
o  využitie najnovších technických a  technologic-
kých riešení, pričom boli dodržané najprísnejšie po-
žiadavky na environmentálne aspekty jednotlivých 
procesov, ktoré sa riadili platnou politikou integro-
vaných manažérskych systémov.

Investičná výstavba v  roku 2020 bola výrazne 
poznačená pandemickou situáciou a  súvisiacimi 
obmedzeniami a  opatreniami, ktoré ovplyvnili aj 
priebeh nielen rozpracovaných investičných akcií, 
ale aj prípravu a  rozpracovanosť nových inves-
tičných akcií v spoločnosti TRANSPETROL, a. s.  
Nové vedenie Spoločnosti, vymenované do funk-
cií v júni 2020, pristúpilo k prehodnocovaniu všet-
kých dodávateľských zmlúv v oblasti investičnej 
výstavby z pohľadu efektivity vynakladania fi-
nančných prostriedkov. Výsledkom sú dosiahnuté 
úspory z už uzatvorených zmlúv vo výške 2 266 
628,12 EUR so zachovaním zazmluvneného roz-
sahu a kvality požadovaných prác. Napriek obme-
dzeniam, ktoré mali výrazný dopad na plynulosť 
realizácie prác takmer každej investičnej akcie, 
bolo v  priebehu druhého polroka realizovaných 
a ukončených viacero investičných akcií, ktoré vý-
razným spôsobom prispeli k zvýšeniu bezpečnosti 
prepravy ropy a  zároveň k  zníženiu environmen-
tálnej záťaže. Výsledkom činností je progres v za-
bezpečovaní modernizácie technických, techno-
logických a bezpečnostných zariadení a objektov, 
ktoré prispievajú k ekonomickej, ekologickej, bez-
pečnej a  spoľahlivej prevádzke ropovodnej siete 
a chodu celej Spoločnosti. Na uvedený technický 
a investičný rozvoj boli v roku 2020 vynaložené fi-
nančné prostriedky vo výške 19,55 mil. eur.

V rámci areálu PS 1 Budkovce v oblasti výstavby 
veľkokapacitných nádrží ropy pokračovala výstav-
ba dvojplášťovej nádrže ropy č.  236 s  objemom  
50 000 m3 montážou plávajúcej strechy a dokon-
čením inštalácie lubov plášťa nádrže a  ochrannej 
nádrže, ako aj dodávkami a montážou oceľových 
konštrukcií nádrže. Súčasne prebiehali výberové 
konania na zhotoviteľov časti protipožiarne zabez-
pečenie a časti elektro a príslušenstvo. Predpokla-
daný termín ukončenia prác a uvedenia nádrže č. 

236 do prevádzky je koniec roka 2021. Zároveň bola 
úspešne ukončená modernizácia mechanicko-bio-
logickej ČOV, ktorá výrazným spôsobom pozitív-
ne ovplyvní kvalitu vody vypúšťanej do miestneho 
potoka. Z  pohľadu environmentálnej bezpečnosti 
je nevyhnutné spomenúť úspešné ukončenie prác 
v  areáli SWS Vojany, pozostávajúcich z  likvidácie 
troch starých už nevyužiteľných nádrží a odstráne-
ním základov a okolitých spevnených plôch vrátane 
starých environmentálnych záťaží, kde sme revita-
lizáciou uvedenej lokality výraznou mierou prispeli 
k zlepšeniu životného prostredia.

Nosnými aktivitami v  areáli PS 4 Tupá bolo po-
kračovanie výstavby novej nádrže ropy č. H101B 
s  objemom 75 000 m3 dodávkami, opracovaním 
a  montážou plechov dna ochrannej vane a  reali-
záciou základu vrátane indikácie netesnosti a dna 
samotnej nádrže ropy č. H101B, a výstavba novej 
meracej stanice ropy MSR Adria. Obidve tieto ak-
cie rozsahom prác pokračujú aj v roku 2021. Re-
konštrukciou nádrže na požiarnu vodu v PS 4 Tupá 
sme zvýšili parametre požiarnej ochrany skladova-
cích nádrží v areáli.

Z  pohľadu rozsahu a  náročnosti jednotlivých in-
vestičných akcií ich realizácia presahuje obdobie 
jedného roka.

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A. INVESTMENT CONSTRUCTION

The goal of technical and investment development 
of the company was to ensure reliable and efficient 
operation of the oil pipeline system in 2020 as well 
with an effort to use the latest technical and techno-
logical solutions, while complying with the strictest 
requirements for environmental aspects of individual 
processes that were governed by the applicable in-
tegrated management systems policy.

Investment construction in 2020 was significantly 
marked by the pandemic situation and the related 
restrictions and measures, which also affected the 
course of not only the ongoing investment project, 
but also the preparation and development of new in-
vestment project in TRANSPETROL, a. s. After new 
management joined the company in June 2020, de-
spite the review of all supply contracts in the field 
of investment construction in terms of spending effi-
ciency by the company and the savings achieved in 
contracts in the amount of 2,266,628.12 EUR while 
maintaining the contracted scope and quality of work 
required, in connection with easing of the measures 
the investment construction has intensified. Despite 
the restrictions that had significant impact on smooth 
implementation of almost every investment project, 
several investment projects were implemented and 
completed during the second half of the year, that 
significantly contributed to increasing the safety of 
oil transportation and reducing the environmental 
burden. The result of the activities is progress in en-
suring the modernisation of technical, technological 
and safety equipment and facilities that contribute 
to the economic, ecological, safe and reliable ope- 
ration of the oil pipeline network and the operation 
of the entire company. Funds in the amount of 19.55 
mil. Eur were spent on the mentioned technical and 
investment development in 2020.

In the ​​PS 1 Budkovce facility in the area of ​​construc-
tion of large-capacity oil tanks, the construction of 
double-skinned oil tank No. 236 with a  volume of 
50,000 m3 by installing a floating roof and the com-
pletion of the installation of the tank shell lugs and the 
protective tank, as well as the delivery and assembly 
of the steel structures of the tank. At the same time, 
tenders were held for contractors of the fire safety 
part and the electrical and accessories part. Expect-
ed date of completion of works and commissioning 

of tank No. 236 into operation is the end of 2021. 
At the same time, the modernisation of mechani-
cal-biological WWTP was successfully completed, 
which will significantly positively affect the quality of 
water discharged into the local stream. From the en-
vironmental safety point of view, it is necessary to 
mention the successful completion of work in the 
SWS Vojany facility, consisting of liquidation of three 
old reservoirs that are no longer useful and the re-
moval of foundations and surrounding paved areas, 
including old environmental burdens, where we sig-
nificantly contributed to environmental improvement 
by revitalising the site.

The main activities in the ​​PS 4 Tupa facility were the 
continuation of the construction of a new oil tank No. 
H101B with a  volume of 75,000 m3 by deliveries, 
machining and assembly of sheets of the bottom of 
the protective bath and construction of the founda-
tion, including indication of leaks and the bottom of 
the oil tank No. H101B itself, and construction of 
a new oil metering station MSR Adria. The scope of 
work of both of these projects continued in 2021. By 
reconstructing the fire water tank in PS 4 Tupa, we 
increased the parameters of fire protection of stor-
age tanks in the facility.

In terms of the scope and complexity of individual 
investment projects, their implementation exceeds 
a period of one year. For this reason, the list of in-
vestment projects is also divided into projects that 
were terminated during 2020 and are also transition-
ing to 2021.

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Informačné technológie v roku 2020 nadviazali na 
modernizáciu a obnovu komponentov sieťovej in-
fraštruktúry – jej zrýchlenie umožnilo lepšiu redun-
danciu dátových centier, a tým aj väčšiu efektivitu 
využitia výpočtových zdrojov.

V roku 2020 Spoločnosť finalizovala projekt nové-
ho úložiska elektronických dokumentov – aplikácie 
ScanView Metasonic Doc, ktorá umožňuje moder-
nejšie funkcie vytvárania, vyhľadávania a ukladania 
elektronických dokumentov. Následne bola spus-
tená ostrá migrácia všetkých starých dokumentov 
a nastavili sa pravidlá pre efektívne používanie no-
vého úložiska. 

Implementácia pracovných nástrojov  
pre prácu z domu v čase pandémie
Neštandardná situácia v  roku 2020 prinútila pod-
statnú časť zamestnancov pracovať z domu, na čo 
IT oddelenie reagovalo expresnou inštaláciou pro-
stredia MS-Teams, umožňujúcou spoluprácu s vi-
deo, hlasovou aj chat komunikáciou. V rámci tohto 
projektu bol v celej Spoločnosti realizovaný upgra-
de MS-Exchange a upgrade MS Active Directory. 
V kontexte tohto vývoja Spoločnosť začala s výme-
nou pracovných staníc za notebooky, umožňujúce 
zamestnancom plnohodnotnú prácu aj z domáce-
ho prostredia.

Efektívne a zelené IT
V roku 2020 Spoločnosť spustila projekt kontinuál- 
neho zvyšovania energetickej efektivity IT. Týmto 
trendom sa zároveň zaviazala pomôcť zmenšovať 
uhlíkovú stopu, ktorú elektrické systémy zanechá-
vajú. Projekt bol naštartovaný plánom konsolidácie 
dátových úložísk, ktorý zabezpečí menšiu energe-
tickú náročnosť pri zväčšení kapacity a  výkonu. 
Znížil sa počet záložných zdrojov – UPS, konsoli-
dovali sa tlačové služby pomocou redukcie tlačiar-
ní a upgradu centrálnej služby manažmentu tlače, 
redukoval sa počet zariadení v dátových centrách, 

a  tým aj nároky na chladenie technológií. Obme-
na pracovných staníc za úspornejšie notebooky, 
modernejšie a  úspornejšie zobrazovacie jednotky 
a nastavenie politík úsporných režimov taktiež po-
mohli napĺňať dlhodobý cieľ zeleného IT.

Kybernetická bezpečnosť 
Spoločnosť TRANSPETROL, a. s., je prevádzko-
vateľom základnej služby podľa zákona č. 69/2018  
Z. z. o kybernetickej bezpečnosti a o zmene a do-
plnení niektorých zákonov (ďalej len „ZoKB“) a zá-
roveň spravuje a prevádzkuje systémy, ktoré sú prv-
kom kritickej infraštruktúry podľa zákona č. 45/2011  
Z. z. o kritickej infraštruktúre. Počas roku 2020 pre-
biehali v oblasti kybernetickej bezpečnosti aktivity 
spojené s dosiahnutím súladu ZoKB. Vzhľadom na 
mieru rozdielu k odporúčanému stavu implemen-
tácie kybernetickej bezpečnosti voči nariadeniam 
ZoKB bola vypracovaná GAP analýza, na základe 
ktorej boli prijímané príslušné opatrenia a zároveň 
aj kontinuálne aktualizovaná bezpečnostná doku-
mentácia spoločnosti TRANSPETROL, a. s. 

Aktivity spojené s dosiahnutím súladu začali v pro-
stredí OT sietí, kde bolo nasadené riešenie Claro-
ty pokrývajúce monitoring, analýzu zraniteľností 
a manažment forenzného šetrenia OT komponen-
tov. Kontinuálne v  časti IT sietí sa pozornosť sú-
stredila na prípravu obnovy VPN koncentrátorov 
spolu s  implementáciou dvojfaktorovej autentifiká-
cie, modernizácie WEB a E-MAIL brán, finalizáciu 
monitoringu prostredia IKT a zvýšenia bezpečnosti 
vzdialeného prístupu.

Vylepšovanie kybernetickej bezpečnosti je konti- 
nuálny proces a bude pokračovať aj v nasledujú-
cich obdobiach. 

Optická sieť ropovodného systému
So zreteľom na potreby Spoločnosti v oblasti pre-
nosových zariadení, ako aj rýchly rozvoj IT techno-
lógií, Spoločnosť postupne modernizovala aj sieť 
optických káblov slúžiacu na dátové prepojenie 
prečerpávacích staníc a  technologických objek-
tov na trase. Modernizáciou boli na trasách pozdĺž 
ropovodu, od hranice s  UA – Budkovce, hranice 
s ČR – Kátov, hranice s HU – Šahy až do rafinérie 
Slovnaft, použité najmodernejšie typy SM optic-
kých káblov s vláknami typu G 652, G657, s ka-
pacitou 96 vlákien, ktoré sú vhodné na použitie vy-
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In 2020, information technologies followed the 
modernisation and renewal of network infrastruc-
ture components - its acceleration enabled bet-
ter redundancy of data centres, and thus great-
er efficiency in the use of computing resources. 
Increasing reliability and availability for employees 
working from home during a pandemic was also 
made possible by the implementation of the MS-
Teams video conferencing system. At the same 
time, these improvements have made it possible 
to focus on increasing cyber security - especially 
in the part of OT that is critical to the operation of 
production systems.

Finalization of the project of a new  
repository of electronic documents
In 2020, the company finalised the project for 
a new electronic document repository - the Scan-
View Metasonic Doc application, which enables 
more modern functions for creating, searching 
and storing electronic documents. Subsequently, 
a live migration of all old documents was started 
and rules were set for efficient use of the new re-
pository.

Implementation of work tools 
for working from home during a pandemic
The unusual situation in 2020 forced a substantial 
part of employees to work from home, to which 
the IT department responded by expressly install-
ing the MS-Teams environment, enabling cooper-
ation with video, voice and chat communication. 
As part of this project, an MS-Exchange upgrade 
and an MS Active Directory upgrade were imple-
mented throughout the company. In the context of 
this development, the company began replacing 
workstations for laptops, enabling employees to 
work fully from home.

Efficient and green IT
In 2020, the company launched a project to con-
tinuously increase the energy efficiency of IT. With 
this trend, it has also committed to helping reduce 
the carbon footprint that electrical systems leave. 
The project was started by a plan for consolidation 
of data repositories, which will ensure lower en-
ergy consumption while increasing capacity and 
performance. The number of uninterruptible pow-
er supplies - UPS - has been reduced, printing 
services have been consolidated by reducing the 

number of printers and upgrading the central print 
management service, reducing the number of de-
vices in data centres, and thus the demands on 
cooling technologies. Replacing workstations with 
more energy-efficient laptops, more modern and 
cost-effective display units, and setting power- 
saving policies have also helped meet the long-
term goal of green IT.

Cyber ​​security
TRANSPETROL, a. s., is the operator of basic 
service according to Act No. 69/2018 Coll. on Cy-
ber ​​Security and on Amendments to Certain Acts 
(hereinafter only as “AoCS”) while managing and 
operating systems that are an element of critical 
infrastructure pursuant to Act No. 45/2011 Coll. 
on critical infrastructure. During 2020, activities 
related to the achievement of AoCS compliance 
were executed in the area of ​​cyber security. Given  
the degree of difference to the recommended 
state of implementation of cyber security against 
AoCS regulations, a GAP analysis was prepared, 
based on which appropriate measures were taken  
while continuously updating the security docu-
mentation of TRANSPETROL, a. s.

Compliance activities began in the OT network 
environment, where a  Clarota solution was de-
ployed covering monitoring, vulnerability analy-
sis, and management of forensic investigations 
of OT components. Continuously in the part of 
IT networks, attention was focused on prepar-
ing the renewal of VPN concentrators together 
with implementation of two-factor authentication, 
modernisation of WEB and E-MAIL gateways, fi-
nalisation of monitoring of ICT environment and 
increased remote access security.

Improving cyber security is an ongoing process 
and will continue in the coming periods.

Optical network of the oil pipeline system
With regard to the needs of the company in the 
field of transmission equipment, as well as rap-
id development of IT technologies, the company 
progressively modernised the network of optical 
cables used for data interconnection of pump-
ing stations and technological facilities along the 
route. The modernisation was used on the routes 
along the pipeline, from the border with UA - Bud-
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sokorýchlostných prenosových systémov. Systém 
optických vlákien je nepretržite monitorovaný, čo 
napomáha dosiahnuť vysokú spoľahlivosť s para-
metrami dostupnosti 24 x 7 s dobou odstránenia 
poruchy do 12 hodín.

Dostatočná rezerva, vysoká dostupnosť a spoľah-
livosť vytvorili priestor na možnosť prenájmu nena-
svietených vlákien externým organizáciám s mož-
nosťou umiestnenia zariadení v  komunikačných

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kovce, border with the Czech Republic - Kátov, 
border with HU - Šahy to the Slovnaft refinery,  
using the most state-of-the-art types of SM op-
tical cables with G 652, G657 fibres, with a  ca-
pacity of 96 fibres that are suitable for the use of 
high-speed transmission systems. The fibre op-
tic system is constantly monitored, which helps 
to achieve high reliability with 24 x 7 availability 
parameters with a fault rectification time of up to 
12 hours.

Sufficient reserve, high availability and reliability have 
created room for the possibility of leasing unused 
fibres to external organisations with the possibility 
of locating equipment in the company's  commu-
nication nodes. The company provides fibre rental 
along the entire pipeline route, with the possibility of 
termination at pumping stations and also in any of 
the 70 technological houses on the pipeline route.
The company's fibre rental turnover reached more 
than 470,000 € in 2020.
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Ropovodný informačný systém spoločnosti 
TRANSPETROL, a. s., je technicko-environmen-
tálny geografický systém, ktorý je budovaný za 
účelom centrálnej databázy technických zariadení 
ropovodu a jeho príslušenstva a zobrazený na te-
matických mapových podkladoch. Databáza ob-
sahuje aj dáta z  inteligentných kontrol ropovodu 
a v kombinácii s krajinno-geologickými údajmi vy-
tvára analytický nástroj, ktorý umožňuje kontrolovať 
riziká pri prevádzke ropovodu. 

Geografický informačný systém vrátane modulov In-
linePIG a IKAO bol plne transformovaný do MSSQL 
databázy a všetky zdrojové dáta sú dostupné v jed-
notnej databáze. Naďalej sa zachoval štandardný 
súradnicový systém S-JTSK. Tento súradnicový 
systém je základným parametrom vstupných dát do 
databázy RIS. Prechodom na novú databázovú pla-
tformu a  transformáciou dát do nového prostredia 
sa plne zahájilo používanie novej verzie Ropovodné-
ho informačného systému RIS3. 

Popri rozvoji desktopovej aplikácie RIS3 sa začalo 
aj s vývojom webovej aplikácie nad novou technolo-
gickou platformou MI Spectrum Analyst. Základnou 
zmenou novej verzie RISWeb je využívanie jednot-
nej DB RIS z prostredia MS SQL. Aplikácia RISWeb 
umožňuje prehliadanie geografických a popisných 
dát v rámci intranetu Spoločnosti. Hlavnou úlohou 
aplikácie je umožniť prístup k údajom RIS prostred-
níctvom internetového prehliadača.

Okrem databázových údajov boli do aplikácie za-
pracované aj nové používateľské funkcionality. Apli-
kácia bola integrovaná do informačného systému 
ESKN pomocou REST rozhrania, ktorým sú v RIS 
implementované online dáta z Katastra nehnuteľ-
ností. Táto funkcionalita slúži na orientáciu v územ-

no-vlastníckych vzťahoch v  okolí technologických 
zariadení ropovodu a na trase ropovodu v ochran-
nom pásme a umožňuje jednoduché vyhľadávanie 
informácií zobrazených na katastrálnych podklado-
vých mapách.

V module InlinePIG, ktorý je špeciálne určený na vy-
hodnocovanie vnútornej inšpekcie potrubia, bol do-
pracovaný vzorec na výpočet bezpečného prevádz-
kového tlaku ropovodu. V  tomto vzorci sa pracuje 
s  bezpečnostným koeficientom ERF, koeficientom 
bezpečnosti okolitého prostredia Sf a ďalšími tech-
nickými parametrami potrubia. Výsledkom je kon-
krétna hodnota operatívneho tlaku, ako ukazovateľ 
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The oil pipeline information system of TRANSPET-
ROL, a. s., is a technology-environmental geographi- 
cal system, built for the purpose of a central data-
base of technical equipment of the pipeline and its 
accessories and displayed on thematic map mate- 
rials. The database also contains data from intelligent 
pipeline inspections and, in combination with land-
scape geological data, creates an analytical tool that 
allows one to control the risks in the operation of the 
pipeline.

The geographic information system, including the 
InlinePIG and IKAO modules, has been fully trans-
formed into an MSSQL database and all source 
data is available in a single database. The standard 
S-JTSK coordinate system has been maintained. 
This coordinate system is the basic parameter of 
the input data to the RIS database. The transition to 
a new database platform and the transformation of 
data into a new environment has fully launched the 
use of a new version of the RIS3 Pipeline Information 
System.

In addition to the development of the RIS3 desktop 
application, the development of a web application on 
the new MI Spectrum Analyst technology platform 
also began. The basic change of the new version of 
RISWeb is the use of a unified DB RIS from MS SQL 
environment. The RISWeb application enables view-
ing of geographical and descriptive data within com-
pany's intranet. The main task of the application is to 
allow access to RIS data via a web browser.

In addition to database data, new user functionalities 
have been incorporated into the application. The ap-
plication was integrated into the ESKN information 
system using the REST interface, which implements 
online data from the Real Estate Cadastre in RIS. This 

functionality serves for orientation in land ownership 
relations in the vicinity of technological equipment of 
the pipeline and on the route of the pipeline in the 
protection zone and enables simple search of infor-
mation displayed on cadastral background maps.

In the InlinePIG module, which is specially designed 
for the evaluation of internal inspection of the pipeline, 
a formula for calculating the safe operating pressure 
of the pipeline was completed. This formula works 
with the safety factor ERF, the environmental safety 
factor Sf and additional technical parameters of the 
pipeline. The result is a  specific value of operating 
pressure, as an indicator of pressure-sensitive points 
on the pipeline and, thanks to the fact that we can 
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tlakovo citlivých miest na potrubí a vďaka tomu, že 
ich vieme ešte viac zvýšiť, tak aj na prevenciu pri pre-
vádzke ropovodu. Ďalej začala v module InlinePIG 
prebiehať aj aktualizácia geologicko – environmen-
tálnych dát za účelom prípravy dátového prostredia 
na plánovanú inteligentnú kontrolu ropovodu.

Modul IKAO slúži na analýzu údajov z  kontrolné-
ho korózneho prieskumu, t. z., že meranie kvality 
izolačných vrstiev ropovodov sa postupne napĺňa 
vstupnými dátami z  kontrolných meraní. V  súčas-
nosti sa ukončili fyzické merania katódovej ochrany 
ropovodu všetkých úsekov trasy. Dodávateľ ukončil 
práce v priebehu roka, čo znamená, že máme k dis-
pozícii celkový profil trasy z pohľadu stavu a kvality 
izolácie potrubia, účinnosti katódovej ochrany a dáta 
okolitého prostredia, v  ktorom je ropovod uložený 
a priamo vplýva na jeho životnosť. Ako už bolo spo-
menuté, namerané technické parametre potrubia sa 
spracovávajú do databázy RIS, kde sa ďalej analy-
zujú a umožňujú jednoduchšie vizualizovať jednotlivé 
parametre. Navyše, modul IKAO je špeciálne vyvinu-
tý na vyhodnocovanie rizika, ktoré vyplýva z technic-
kých parametrov a vplyvu okolitého prostredia, napr.

Naďalej prebieha kontinuálna aktualizácia dát 
z  Digitálnej technickej mapy DTM tak, aby boli 
v databáze dostupné stále aktuálne dáta. V roku 
2020 prebehlo zapracovanie geodetického za-
merania optického kábla v Bratislave smerom na 
Maďarskú hranicu, optických káblov na trasách 
ropovodu a prebehla každoročná aktualizácia da-
tabázy opráv. Neustále prebiehajú aj geodetické 
merania na trase, ktoré sú vykonávané podľa po-
treby, resp. požiadaviek prevádzky, aby boli ná-
sledne zapracované do databázy RIS. 

SCADA – riadiaci systém a web portál
Riadiaci systém prechádza postupnou výmenou 
hardvérových komponentov, počas roku 2020 sa 
vymenili komponenty aj na ďalších lokalitách. Vý-
mena pôvodných PLC za nové PLC GE prebehla 
na viacerých zariadeniach v prečerpávacích stani-
ciach PS 1 Budkovce a PS 4 Tupá. Okrem hard-
vérového upgradu systému sa realizovali aj niekto-
ré úpravy operátorského prostredia. Všetky takéto 
zásahy sú z bezpečnostného hľadiska veľmi citli-
vé, a preto sa v Spoločnosti realizujú selektívne na 
základe analýzy dopadov a sú realizované vysoko 
odborne zdatnými zamestnancami. Automatizá-
ciou riadiaceho systému Spoločnosť eliminuje ri-
ziko chyby a zabezpečuje efektívne riadenie ropo-
vodu. Jedným z príkladov realizácie v roku 2020 
je napr. doplnenie automatických sekvencií pre 
regulačné armatúry podľa čerpacích režimov v lo-
kalite prečerpávacej stanice PS 4 Tupá. V  rámci 
bezpečnosti dát bol do siete doplnený druhý SQL 
server, ktorý umožní replikáciu, resp. zálohu dát. 

Klientska platforma SCADA web portál bola ak-
tualizovaná o nové technologické dáta podľa po-
žiadaviek rozšírenia údajov dostupných z  riadia-
ceho systému prostredníctvom nových grafických 
stránok. Jedným z  rozšírení bola úprava portálu 
v časti evidencia porúch. Portál slúži na evidenciu 
a administratívu v oblasti incidentov na technolo-
gických zariadeniach. V tejto časti prebehla úpra-
va indexovania textu a fulltextového vyhľadávania 
v záznamoch, rozšírila sa evidencia externých do-
dávateľov, a tým je umožnená ich následná identi-
fikácia. Do systému bol doplnený monitoring pro-
cesov v rámci SCADA web portálu. 
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increase them even more, as well as for prevention 
during the operation of the pipeline. Furthermore, the 
InlinePIG module also started updating geological 
and environmental data in order to prepare the data 
environment for the planned intelligent control of the 
pipeline.

The IKAO module is used for data analysis from the 
control corrosion survey, i.e. that the measurement of 
quality of the insulation layers of oil pipelines is gradu-
ally filled with input data from control measurements. 
Currently, physical measurements of the catho- 
dic protection of the oil pipeline of all sections of the 
route have been completed. The supplier completed 
the work during the year, which means that we have 
an overall route profile available in terms of condition 
and quality of pipeline insulation, cathodic protection 
efficiency and environmental data in which the pipe-
line is laid and directly affects its life. As already men-
tioned, the measured technical parameters of the 
pipeline are processed into the RIS database, where 
they are further analysed facilitating the visualisation 
of individual parameters. In addition, the IKAO mo- 
dule is especially designed to assess any risk arising 
from technical parameters and the impact of the en-
vironment, e.g. soil parameters, oil pipeline crossing, 
groundwater and so forth.

Data from the DTM Digital Technical Map is conti- 
nuously updated so that up-to-date data is still avail-
able in the database. In 2020, the geodetic survey 
of the optical cable in Bratislava towards the Hun-
garian border, optical cables on the pipeline routes 
was incorporated and the annual repair database 
update was executed. Geodetic measurements on 
the route are also constantly carried out, which are 
performed according to the need or operational re-
quirements to be subsequently incorporated into 
the RIS database.

SCADA - control system and web portal
The control system is undergoing a gradual replace-
ment of hardware components, during 2020 com-
ponents were also replaced at other locations. The 
replacement of original PLCs with new GE PLCs 
took place on several devices in the pumping sta-
tions PS 1 Budkovce and PS 4 Tupá. In addition to 
system hardware upgrade, some modifications of 
the operating environment were also implemented. 
All such interventions are very sensitive from safety 
point of view, and therefore they are carried out se-
lectively in the company based on impact analysis 
and are executed by highly qualified employees. By 
automating the control system, the company elimi- 
nates the risk of error ensuring efficient pipeline 
management. One of the examples of implementa-
tion in 2020 is the addition of automatic sequences  
for control valves according to pumping modes 
in the location of the pumping station PS 4 Tupá. 
As part of data security, a second SQL server was 
added to the network, which will enable data repli-
cation, or backup.

The client platform SCADA web portal was updat-
ed with new technological data according to the re-
quirements of expanding the data available from the 
control system through new graphic pages. One of 
the extensions was modification of the portal in the 
section of fault registration. The portal is used for 
registration and administration in the field of inci-
dents on technological equipment. In this part, the 
indexing of text and full-text search in records was 
modified, the records of external suppliers were ex-
panded, and thus their subsequent identification 
is enabled. Process monitoring within the SCADA 
web portal was added to the system.
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Rozvoj modulov PVP
Moduly Podpory výkonu prevádzky (PVP) sú na-
sadené v  produkčnej prevádzke a  dostupné po-
užívateľom pri plnení ich pracovných povinností. 
V oboch moduloch prebehli drobné úpravy, resp. 
vylepšenia prostredia na základe ich podnetov. 
Spoločnosť TRANSPETROL, a. s., plní mnoho 
zákonných a  iných legislatívnych povinností, kto-
ré musí dodržiavať pri zabezpečení vyhovujúceho 
technického stavu zariadení, vôd a životného pro-
stredia.

Modul PVP – Podzemné a  odpadové vody bol 
funkčne upravený z vizuálneho hľadiska. Vzhľadom 
na veľký počet zákonom a nariadeniami stanove-
ných limitov, ktoré Spoločnosť musí dodržiavať, 
sú v  systéme farebne rozlíšené, napr. podľa typu 

odberu, typu limitu, priority odberu, ale aj neúspeš-
ného odberu, ktorý je nutné opakovať napríklad 
v  prípade nepriaznivého počasia. Po nahratí no-
vých výsledkov príde príslušnému zamestnancovi 
notifikácia a takisto dostane zo systému informáciu 
aj o nevykonaných odberoch, ktoré môže následne 
znova naplánovať v náhradnom termíne. 

Modul PVP – Vyhradené technické zariadenia 
prešiel len drobnými úpravami za účelom zlepše-
nia práce so systémom. Ide napríklad o validáciu 
ukončenia revízie, pri ukončení sa zohľadňujú na-
plánované revízie. V pláne revízií boli upravené no-
tifikácie pre plánovanie revízií a reporty v pláne, kde 
sa pre lepší prehľad zjednodušilo zobrazovanie.
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Development of PVP modules
Performance Support Modules (PVP) are deployed in 
production and available to users in the performance 
of their duties. In both modules, minor adjustments 
or environmental improvements were made based 
on their suggestions. TRANSPETROL, a. s., per-
forms many legal and other legislative obligations 
that it must comply with while ensuring a satisfactory 
technical condition of equipment, water and the en-
vironment.

The PVP module - Groundwater and Wastewater 
was functionally modified from a visual point of view. 
Due to the large number of legal and regulatory li- 
mits that the Company must comply with, they are 
color-coded in the system, e.g. according to type of 
sampling, type of limit, sampling priority, but also any 

unsuccessful sampling, which must be repeated, for 
example, in case of bad weather. After uploading 
the new results, the relevant employee will receive 
a notification and will also receive information from 
the system about unperformed sampling, which they 
can then reschedule in an alternate period.

The PVP module - Dedicated technical equipment 
has undergone only minor modifications in order to 
improve work with the system. This includes, for ex-
ample, validation of revision completion, planned re-
visions are taken into account upon completion. The 
revision plan modified notifications for revision plan-
ning and reports in the plan, which simplified view for 
a better overview.
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TRANSPETROL, a. s., má vypracovaný integ-
rovaný manažérsky systém, ktorý spĺňa požia-
davky na ochranu životného prostredia, kvalitu 
poskytovanej služby aj ochranu osôb na me-
dzinárodne porovnateľnej úrovni podľa medzi-
národne uznávaných noriem ISO 14001:2015, 
ISO 9001:2015, ktorý rozvíja.

Trvalo uplatňovanou zásadou 
Spoločnosti je preto udržiavať ropovodný sys-
tém SR na úrovni najlepšej dostupnej technoló-
gie, s osobitným dôrazom na bezpečnú prepra-
vu a skladovanie ropy.

TRANSPETROL, a. s., poskytuje službu tran-
zitnej a  vnútroštátnej prepravy ropy zákazníka 
ropovodným systémom SR a  jej skladovania vo 
vlastných zásobníkoch.
Program MS vychádza z  dosiahnutých výsled-
kov v  jednotlivých oblastiach starostlivosti o  ži-
votné prostredie, pracovné prostredie a  kvalitu 
poskytovaných služieb TRANSPETROL, a. s., 
a zohľadňuje rozvojové aktivity na dodržanie le-

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TRANSPETROL, a. s., has developed an inte-
grated management system that meets the re-
quirements for environmental protection, quality 
of service and protection of persons at an inter-
nationally comparable level according to interna-
tionally recognized standards ISO 14001: 2015, 
ISO 9001: 2015, which we are developing. In 
2021, the company introduced and uses an oc-
cupational health and safety management sys-
tem according to the ISO 45001: 2018 standard.

The policy of integrated management systems 
is developed in accordance with energy security 
of the state and strengthens energy security in 
Central Europe, fulfils the strategic objectives of 
TRANSPETROL, a. s., and is binding for all em-
ployees. Environmental protection and human 
safety are understood as an integral part of the 
company's decision-making process.

The company's  strategic priority is to provide 
a quality service without compromising the eco-
logical stability of ecosystems and endangering 
human safety and health. Therefore, the per-
manently applied principle of the company is to 
maintain the oil pipeline system of the SR at the 
level of the best available technology, with spe-
cial emphasis on safe transport and storage of 
oil.

TRANSPETROL, a. s., provides the service of 
transit and domestic transportation of the cus-
tomer's oil through the oil pipeline system of the 
SR and its storage in its own storage facilities.
The MS program is based on the achieved re-
sults in individual areas of care for the environ-
ment, working environment and quality of servi- 
ces provided by TRANSPETROL a.s., and takes 
into account development activities to comply 
with legislative obligations and other obligations 
that the company has undertaken to fulfil in  
areas such as air protection, water protection, 

waste disposal, in the field of working environ-
ment and quality.

The risk assessment results are reflected by the 
company in the management documentation 
and they serve as inputs for maintenance plans 
and repair plans.

In 2020, SNAS performed re-accreditation of 
testing laboratories for oil and water sampling 
and analysis. The company outsources waste-
water analyses to independent accredited labo- 
ratories. The ability to perform tests impartially 
and reliably is demonstrated by laboratories by 
meeting the requirements of ISO/IEC 17025: 
2017.

The company regularly analyses the environ-
mental aspects of TRANSPETROL's  a. s., ac-
tivities and services, which may have an impact 
on the environment, as well as the risks of ma-
jor industrial accidents and risks not only for the 
sake of safety and health of the company's em-
ployees, but also employees of contractors ope- 
rating in TRANSPETROL a. s., facilities and the 
inhabitants of the affected areas, whom it openly 
informs about the results quarterly.

In 2020, the emission limits of the monitored 
pollutants were not exceeded even once. There 
have been no incidents or any uncontrolled re-
lease of hazardous substances into the soil, rock 
environment, groundwater or surface water.

During the operation of TRANSPETROL, a. s., 
there was no interruption of oil extraction due to 
any emergency, accident or technical failure on 
the part of the company. The zero fine imposed 
by state administration bodies for violating en-
vironmental legislation is a  confirmation of the 
adequacy of our efforts for sustainable develop-
ment.

Posledné obdobie je poznačené turbulentným 
vývojom ekonomík a  hospodárstiev jednotlivých 
krajín sveta – región strednej Európy nevyníma-
júc. Tento vývoj sa bezprostredne dotýka aj oblasti 
ťažby a následnej prepravy, resp. spracovania ropy. 
Prioritou spoločnosti TRANSPETROL, a. s., v na-
sledujúcom  období musí byť a bude zabezpečenie 
plynulej prepravy ropy a jej skladovania. Súčasne 
s týmto cieľom bude spoločnosť TRANSPETROL, 
a. s., prihliadať na potreby neustáleho zvyšovania 
ekologickej bezpečnosti v rámci vyššie uvedených 
činností, a to v zmysle platnej legislatívy.

Využívanie a aplikovanie najmodernejších technolo-
gických postupov a technológií tak v oblasti prepra-
vy ropy, ako aj jej skladovania, je samozrejmosťou 
každej spoločnosti, spoločnosť TRANSPETROL, 
a. s., nevynímajúc, s  prihliadnutím na minimálne, 
resp. nulové dopady na environmentálnu záťaž. 

V  záujme rozvoja bude spoločnosť TRANSPET-
ROL, a. s., kontinuálne rozvíjať vlastný riadiaci in-
formačný systém, ktorý poskytuje detailné infor-
mácie o preprave ropy na celom úseku ropovodu 
v  rámci územia SR a  je neoddeliteľnou súčasťou 
prevádzky. Kľúčovou úlohou v oblasti informačných 
technológií je zvyšovanie bezpečnosti systémov 
tak, aby v čo najväčšej miere odolávala celosveto-
vej hrozbe kybernetických útokov. Spolu s ďalšími 
technickými či technologickými inováciami chce 
spoločnosť TRANSPETROL, a. s., patriť aj v nasle-
dujúcom období medzi lídrov v oblasti bezpečnosti 
prepravy a skladovania ropy. 

Za zásadný a strategický cieľ v najbližšom obdo-
bí považuje spoločnosť TRANSPETROL, a. s., 

udržanie objemu prepravy ropy územím Sloven-
skej republiky. Objem prepravenej ropy z pohľadu 
predchádzajúcich rokov klesá. Prepravná kapaci-
ta slovenského ropovodného systému presahuje 
aktuálne požiadavky trhu a jej zákazníkov. Trendy 
a vývoj v posledných rokoch nie sú v tejto oblasti 
veľmi priaznivé. Napriek definovaným cieľom Eu-
rópskej únie v  oblasti znižovania uhlíkovej stopy, 
tlaku na výrobcov automobilov v oblasti znižovania 
emisií výfukových splodín, a  teda aj spotreby po-
honných hmôt, je nevyužitá prepravná kapacita ro-
povodného systému na území SR pre spoločnosť 
TRANSPETROL, a. s., veľkou výzvou do budúc-
nosti. V  súlade s  Programovým vyhlásením vlády 
Slovenskej republiky v environmentálnej oblasti boli 
prípravné práce a niekoľkoročné úsilie o realizáciu 
projektu ropovodu Bratislava-Schwechat Pipeline, 
prostredníctvom ktorého by mala prúdiť ropa z ro-
povodného systému Družba do rakúskej rafinérie 
OMV, pozastavené a samotný projekt bol z pohľa-
du nákladov utlmený na nevyhnutné minimum. Na-
priek tejto skutočnosti Spoločnosť hľadá možnosti 
riešenia budovania a prepravy ropy s vysokou bez-
pečnosťou a maximálnym eliminovaním rizika envi-
ronmentálnych  hrozieb.

Spoločnosť TRANSPETROL, a. s., v  rámci úsilia 
o naplnenie, resp. priblíženie sa k celkovej preprav-
nej kapacite slovenského ropovodu bude vyhľadá-
vať aj ďalších potenciálnych odberateľov. Týka sa 
to nielen prepravy ropy, ale aj jej skladovania. Práve 
táto oblasť totiž môže kompenzovať obmedzené 
možnosti, resp. záujem odberateľov v oblasti pre-
pravy ropy. Skladovanie bude teda pre spoločnosť 
TRANSPETROL, a. s., výzvou na spracovanie zá-
sadných rozvojových aktivít, plánov, resp. cieľov 
v oblasti zvyšovania skladovacích kapacít ropy. Na-
rastajúci záujem o  tento druh služieb a naplnenie 
tejto výzvy spolu s nájdením vhodných riešení v ob-
lasti zvýšenia prepravy ropy prostredníctvom ropo-
vodu Družba bude súčasťou strategického rozvoja 
spoločnosti TRANSPETROL, a. s., v nasledujúcom 
období.  
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TRANSPETROL, a. s., is the monopoly operator of 
the Družba oil pipeline system in the Slovak Re-
public. Its important position in the field of oil trans-
portation and storage is reflected every year in the 
setting and subsequent fulfilment of increasing- 
ly demanding goals. These are aimed primari-
ly at the sustainability and increasing volumes of 
trouble-free transportation of oil, together with its 
safety, as well as on the area of ​​oil storage and, 
of course, on increasing the level of environmental 
safety of operations. The result of the goals set and 
subsequently fulfilled in this way is the further de-
velopment of the company.

The last period was marked by the turbulent de-
velopment of the economies of individual countries 
around the world – including the region of Central 
Europe. This development directly affects the area 
of ​​mining and subsequent transport, and oil refin-
ing. The priority of TRANSPETROL, a. s., in the 
coming period must be and will be a smooth trans-
portation of oil and its storage. At the same time, 
TRANSPETROL, a. s., will take into account the 
need to continuously improvement ecological safe-
ty of the above-mentioned activities, in accordan- 
ce with applicable legislation.

The use and application of the most modern tech-
nological procedures and technologies both in the 
field of oil transportation and storage, is a matter of 
course for every company, not excluding TRANS-
PETROL, taking into account the minimum, or zero 
impacts on the environmental burden.

In the interest of development, TRANSPETROL,  
a. s., will continuously develop its own management 
information system, which provides detailed infor-
mation on oil transportation on the entire section 
of the oil pipeline within the territory of the Slovak 
Republic and is an integral part of the operation. 
A  key task in the field of information technology 
is to increase the security of systems so that they 
can withstand the global threat of cyber attacks as 
much as possible. Together with other technical or 
technological innovations, TRANSPETROL, a. s., 
to be one of the leaders in the field of safety of oil 
transportation and storage in the following period.
TRANSPETROL, a. s., considers it a fundamental 
and strategic goal in the near future to maintain the 
volume of oil transportation through the territory of 

the Slovak Republic. The volume of oil transported 
has been declining over the preceding years. The 
transport capacity of the Slovak oil pipeline system 
exceeds the current requirements of the market 
and its customers. Trends and developments in 
recent years are not very favourable in this area. 
Despite the defined goals of the European Union in 
the area of ​​reducing the carbon footprint, pressure 
on car manufacturers in the area of ​​reducing ex-
haust emissions, and thus also fuel consumption, 
the unused transport capacity of the oil pipeline 
system in the Slovak Republic is for TRANSPET-
ROL, a. s., a great challenge for the future. In ac-
cordance with the Manifesto of the Government of 
the Slovak Republic in the field of the environment, 
preparatory work and several years of efforts to 
implement the Bratislava-Schwechat Pipeline pro-
ject, through which oil should have flown from the 
Družba pipeline to the Austrian OMV refinery, were 
suspended and in terms of costs the project itself 
was reduced to the minimum necessary. Despite 
this fact, the company is looking for solutions to 
build and transport oil with high security and the 
maximum elimination of environmental threat risk.

TRANSPETROL, a. s., within its effort to fulfil, or ap-
proach the total transport capacity of the Slovak oil 
pipeline will also pursue other potential customers. 
This applies not only to the transport of oil, but also 
to its storage. It is this area that can compensate 
for the limited capacities, or low interest of custo- 
mers in the field of oil transportation. The issue of 
oil storage will therefore be for TRANSPETROL,  
a. s., a  call for proposing fundamental devel-
opment activities, plans, or targets for increas-
ing oil storage capacity. The growing interest 
in this type of services and the fulfilment of this 
challenge, together with the finding of suitable 
solutions in the area of ​​increasing oil transporta-
tion through the Družba pipeline, will be part of 
the strategic development of TRANSPETROL,  
a. s., in the coming period.

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TRANSPETROL, a. s., is a joint - stock company providing a transit and domestic service 
transportation of oil for customers through the oil pipeline system of the Slovak Republic and 
its storage in own storage facilities. It is a strategically important part of the Slovak economy 
and the only oil transporter to the Slovak Republic by pipeline systems - oil pipelines. It is 
one of the largest and most important business entities in Slovakia, which, through its 
economic activities has a major impact on the convergence of the quality of life in our 
country to the level of developed European countries. 

The historical roots of its establishment relate to the construction of transit oil pipeline 
Družba, its southern branch, which originated from the territory of the former Soviet Union, 
via Belarus and Ukraine to the former Czechoslovakia. The Slovak section of the Družba oil 
pipeline from the Ukrainian border through Sahy to Bratislava was built in the years 1960 
and 1961. The first oil was transported through the Družba oil pipeline to the Slovnaft 
refinery in Bratislava in February 1962. The next stage of construction of the Družba oil 
pipeline, completed in 1968, was to intensify the pipeline system by doubling the pipeline 
route, substantially increasing the transport capacity, operational reliability and security of 
the central transit corridor of the pipeline. In 1980 the Adria oil pipeline was put into 
operation, which continues from the Croatian port of Omisaj to the Adriatic coast through 
Hungary and concludes in the Slovak city of Sahy, where it connects to the Družba oil 
pipeline. It has become a part of the former Czechoslovak oil pipeline system and its 
commissioning signified an important prerequisite for diversification of oil supply and other 
opportunities for entering new oil markets. After the change in socio-political and economic 
conditions in the former Czecho-Slovakia, on 1 July, 1991 a Czechoslovak joint-stock 
company TRANSPETROL, a. s., was established by an equity contribution of the original oil 
pipeline system, which assumed the role of operating the entire oil pipeline network in the 
Czechoslovak territory. After the separation of Czecho-Slovakia and the creation of two 
distinct countries, the joint-stock company was also divided. In the Czech Republic, the joint-
stock company MERO CR was established and in Slovakia, on 1 January, 1993, a joint-stock 
company was created with the original name TRANSPETROL, a. s. A strategic priority of 
TRANSPETROL, a. s., is to provide quality service with no disruptions to the ecological 
stability of ecosystems and no threats to the safety and health of humans. Therefore, 
a permanently observed principle of the company is to maintain the oil pipeline system of the 
Slovak Republic at the level of the best available technology, with special emphasis on safe 
transport and storage of oil. The company spends considerable funds to ensure the safety of 
oil transportation and its modernisation. This was also reflected in the increase of 
depreciation volume for 2020, namely by 241,828 EUR. 

The policy of integrated management systems in the company is developed in accordance 
with energy security as it strengthens the energy security in Central Europe, fulfilling 
strategic goals of TRANSPETROL, a. s., and is binding for all employees. Environmental 
protection and safety of persons is perceived as an integral part of the company's decision-
making process. 

TRANSPETROL, a. s., has developed an integrated management system, which meets the 
requirements for environmental protection, quality of the service provided and protection of 
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persons at internationally comparable level, according to internationally recognised 
standards. 

With the change of the company's bodies in the middle of 2020 and introduction of new 
systems, the company recorded very successful economic result, a significant increase in 
profit compared to the previous period. The overall economic result for the accounting period 
2020 increased by 2,188,522 EUR compared to the previous year (which represents a 46 
percent increase) with a slight decrease in net revenues. The economic result was achieved by 
savings on costs for repairs, services and optimising investment expenditures in 2020. Based 
on the decision of the company's management, in 2020 the subsidiary's organisational unit 
BSP, a. s., was abolished in Slovakia.

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II. ACCOUNTING METHODS APPLIED 

a) Basis of preparation 
The Company’s financial statements have been prepared in accordance with the Slovak Accounting Act 
and related accounting procedures, on a going concern basis. 
 
In 2020 in the period since the declaration of emergency situation in the Slovak Republic and the 
subsequent state of emergency in the Slovak Republic, in order to ensure the safe operation of the oil 
pipeline system, several preventive measures were undertaken by TRANSPETROL, a.s.  to prevent the 
spread of COVID-19 coronavirus within our company 
 
- establishment of a crisis staff for COVID-19 measures by Order of the CEO (1/2020) - Instructions for 

Employees in Connection with the Occurrence of COVID-19 Coronavirus in the Slovak Republic. 
- daily measurement of body temperature for persons entering the Company's premises, 
- observance of the so-called "MDH" masks - distances - hands, we place emphasis on increased 

personal hygiene, disinfection of workplaces ..., 
- purchase of protective equipment (masks, filters), disinfectants, body temperature measuring 

devices, 
- limiting the entry of external companies into the Company's premises to a minimum and in compliance 

with stricter hygiene measures, 
- reduction of business trips and business trips abroad to a minimum, - upon arrival from a business 

trip abroad, observance of quarantine measures - isolation, PCR testing, 
- allowing work from home - home office, 
- we have prepared contingency plans at individual pumping stations to ensure the operation of the oil 

pipeline system, which we can activate if necessary, see PGR 3/2020 Crisis Management of the 
DRUŽBA and ADRIA Oil Pipeline System in Emergency Mode During the COVID-19 Pandemic in the 
Slovak Republic. 

- All employees are continuously acquainted with the current Decrees of the Public Health Authority of 
the Slovak Republic (ÚVZ SR), which regulate measures to prevent the spread of COVID-19, through 
the crisis staff in the form of notifications and instructions. 

- The concluded contract with the company MEDIREX, a.s. and ZÁCHRANNÁ SLUŽBA – Event 
Medical Solutions, s.r.o., in order to test employees for COVID-19 virus, 

 
By adopting the above measures, TRANSPETROL, a.s. ensure the safety of operation and transport of 
the oil pipeline system. 
 
The Company's management has assessed several scenarios reflecting the potential impact of the 
pandemic on the entity and its business and concluded that despite the uncertainties and risks to which 
the Company as a business entity is exposed, it does not expect significant adverse effects on the 
Company's operations and supplier-customer relationships. 
 
The Company keeps its books on the accrual basis of accounting which means that all revenues and 
costs are recognized when generated or incurred (and not when cash is received or paid), and they are 
recorded in the books and reported in the financial statements of the periods to which they relate. 
 
All monetary amounts in the financial statements are stated in whole euros, unless stated otherwise. 
 
The Company consistently applied the accounting methods and the general accounting principles.  
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b) Non-current intangible and tangible assets 
Acquired non-current assets are stated at cost, which includes the acquisition price and the related 
acquisition costs (such as customs duty, transport, assembly, and insurance).  
 
In the reporting period the Company did not generate any non-current assets internally.  
 
The Company did not develop any activities within research and development and therefore there were 
no related research costs in 2020 or 2019. 
 
The depreciation plan for non-current intangible assets has been prepared on the basis of their expected 
economic useful lives relating to the recovery of future economic benefits from these assets. Depreciation 
begins as of the first day of the month following the month in which the asset was first put into use. Non-
current intangible assets with an acquisition cost (or their own cost) not exceeding EUR 2 400 are not 
recorded on the balance sheet and are expensed immediately when put into use through account 518 – 
Other services.

If, during a stock-count, temporary decrease in value-in-use of a non-current asset was identified that is 
significantly lower than its carrying amount (after deducting the accumulated depreciation), a valuation 
allowance is set up to reflect the asset’s lower value-in-use. 
 
The Company accounts for technological oil as non-current tangible assets as follows. 
 
The Company recognized any purchase of oil as an acquisition of non-current tangible assets and any 
decrease as a disposal of non-current tangible assets at its carrying value.  
 
Given the fact that oil i.e. technological filling is not subject to wear and tear during the operation  
of the pipeline system and equally there is no decrease in the carrying value of the technological oil below 
the current market prices, the Company reassessed the economic useful life of the technological oil in the 
pipeline and tanks for 999 years (in 2012: 30 to 50 years).

In 2017, the Company has reviewed the useful lives of certain asset categories in accordance with the 
law on accounting and the estimated useful lives of future economic benefits. The reason for extending 
the service life is that the Company carries out regular maintenance, inspection and subsequent repairs. 
All repair and maintenance work prolongs the life of the asset and enables the Company's assets to bring 
future economic benefits over a longer period of time.

c) Securities and ownership interests 
When acquired, securities and ownership interests in subsidiaries and associates are stated at cost, which 
includes the acquisition price and the related acquisition costs. The cost is recorded less  
a provision for diminution in value of the securities and ownership interests. The Company does not apply 
equity method for ownership interests in companies under controlling or significant influence. 
 
At the balance sheet date, securities and ownership interests are stated at acquisition cost. In case  
of impairment of long-term financial assets, a valuation allowance is recognized in the amount  
of a justified assumption for an impairment of these assets when compared to their value in the books. 
 
The Company assessed the impairment of its subsidiary on the basis of the net present value of future 
cash flows, taking into account the level of uncertainty of the various possible scenarios of the project 
(Part III, section 3). 
 
The Company does not have branches abroad. 
 

d) Inventories 
Acquired inventories are stated at cost, which includes the acquisition price and the related acquisition 
costs (such as customs duty, transport, insurance and commission) less discounts. A discount granted to 
inventories already sold or used is accounted for as the reduction of costs of inventories sold or used. 
The Company used method A for the accounting treatment of inventories. For stock withdrawal, the 
weighted arithmetical average from acquisition costs method is used . 
 
The Company did not generate any inventories internally in the current period.  
 
If the acquisition or production cost of inventories is higher than their net realizable value at the balance 
sheet date, a valuation allowance for inventories is set up in the amount of the difference between their 
book value and their net realizable value. Net realizable value is the estimated sales price of inventories 
less the estimated costs for their completion and costs related to their sale. 
 

e) Receivables 
When initially recognized, receivables are stated at their nominal value. A valuation allowance is set up 
for bad and doubtful debts, for which a default risk exists. 
 
If the remaining period to maturity of a receivable is longer than one year, a valuation allowance 
representing the difference between its nominal and present value is set up. The present value of a 
receivable is calculated as the sum of future discounted cash receipts. 
 

f) Financial accounts 
Financial accounts consist of cash, bank account balances, and current financial assets where the risk of 
changes in the value of these assets is negligibly low.  
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g) Prepaid expenses and accrued income 
Prepaid expenses and accrued income are recognized at an amount reflecting the accrual principle 
(matching income and expense in the same accounting period). 
 

h) Valuation allowances  
Valuation allowances are recorded based on the accounting principle of prudence if it can be justifiably 
assumed that the value of an asset has been impaired when compared to its value in the books. A 
valuation allowance is recognized in the amount of a justified assumption for an impairment of an asset 
when compared to its value in the books. 
 

i) Provisions 
Provisions are liabilities representing the Company’s present obligation resulting from past events, if it is 
probable that its settlement will reduce the Company’s resources in the future. Provisions are liabilities of 
uncertain timing or amount, and are stated at the expected amount of the existing liability at the balance-
sheet date. 
 
The set-up of a provision is posted to the respective expense account or asset account to which the 
liability relates. The use of a provision is debited to the respective provision account, with a corresponding 
credit to the respective liability account. The release of an unnecessary provision, or a part thereof, is 
accounted for using an accounting entry inverse to the recognition of the set-up of the provision. 
 
The provision for bonuses, rebates, discounts, and for returning the purchase price in the event of a 
complaint, is recorded as a reduction of income originally generated with a corresponding credit entry to 
the provision account. 
 
The Company set up provisions for employees’ bonuses, retirement benefits, life and work jubilee, 
untaken holiday including social security and unbilled supplies. 
 

j) Liabilities 
When initially recognized, liabilities are stated at their nominal value. Assumed liabilities are stated at 
cost. If reconciliation procedures reveal that the actual amount of liabilities differs from the amount stated 
in the books, these liabilities are stated in the books and financial statements at this actual amount. 
 

k) Employee benefits 
Wages, salaries, contributions to the Slovak state pension and social insurance plans, paid annual leave 
and paid sick leave, bonuses and other non-monetary benefits (such as medical care) are recognized in 
the accounting period when incurred. 
 
The provisions for retirement benefits and life and work jubilee were set up in accordance with the valid 
Collective Agreement on the basis of the actuarial methods. 
 

l) Income tax due 
Corporate income tax is expensed in the period when the tax liability arises. In the accompanying income 
statement, the tax expense is calculated on the basis of the profit/(loss) before taxes adjusted for tax-
deductible and tax non-deductible items due to permanent and temporary adjustments to the tax base 
and any tax losses carried forward. The tax liability is stated net of corporate income tax advances that 
the Company paid during the year. If corporate income tax advances paid during the year exceed the tax 
liability for the period, the Company records an income tax receivable. 
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m) Deferred income tax 
Deferred income tax arises from: 
 
a) temporary differences between the carrying amount of assets and liabilities presented in the balance 

sheet and their tax base; 
b) the possibility to carry forward a tax loss to future periods, i.e. the possibility to deduct the tax loss 

from the tax base in the future; and 
c) the possibility to transfer unused tax deductions and other tax claims to future periods. 
 
Deferred tax assets are recognized to the extent that it is probable that future taxable profit will be available 
against which the temporary differences can be utilized. 
 
To determine deferred income tax, tax rates expected to apply at the date on which the deferred tax is 
settled are used. 

 
n) Deferred revenues and accrued expenses 

Deferred revenues and accrued expenses are stated at their nominal value and are stated at an amount 
reflecting the accrual principle (matching income and expenses in the same accounting period). 
 

o) Foreign currency 
Assets and liabilities in foreign currency (with the exception of prepayments received and granted) are 
converted to euros using the reference exchange rate set and published by the European Central Bank 
or the National Bank of Slovakia on the day preceding the day of the accounting event, or on the balance-
sheet date. The resulting foreign exchange differences are recorded to the income statement.  
 

p) Revenue recognition 
 
Revenues from the sale of services are recognized in the accounting period in which the services are 
rendered, taking into account the extent to which the given transaction is completed. This extent is 
assessed based on the actual services provided as a proportion of the total services agreed. 
 
Sales revenues are stated net of VAT, discounts and deductions (such as rebates, bonuses and credit 
notes). Interest income is recognized straight line over the accounting periods using the accrual basis. 
Dividend income is recognized when the right of the Company to receive the payment is established. 
 
The Company’s revenues primarily include revenues from the sale of transportation and storage  
of crude oil, as well as revenues from the provision of services, rental of optical cables, rental of oil tanks, 
dividends, and the like.

the subsidiary BSP Bratislava – Schwechat Pipeline GmbH to the shareholder – OMV   
if the subsidiary is not able  for any reason  to pay the dividends to OMV. The subsidiary  BSP 
Bratislava – Schwechat Pipeline GmbH agreed to pay the dividends at no less than 5.5% of its share 
capital  which represents EUR 10,553 thousand in the case that financial performance enables that 
and dividends are approved by the shareholder. At the date of preparation of these financial 
statements  no dividend payment has been approved by the shareholders of BSP  
and the Company was not obliged to account for a liability to OMV by virtue of the above.  

 
In case BSP Bratislava – Schwechat Pipelines GmbH becomes insolvent or liquidated   
the Company will be liable for the settlement of the portion of paid up share capital of BSP Bratislava 
– Schwechat Pipelines GmbH  which pertains to OMV  in the case of fraud  
or negligence by TRANSPETROL, a.s. TRANSPETROL, a.s. bears all risks and costs incurred in 
relation to the removal of the Bratislava Schwechat pipeline  which is planned to be built  
in the future. At the date of these financial statements  no liability arose to the Company to cover the 
risks or any costs relating to the future pipeline. 
 

iii) Many areas of Slovak tax law (such as transfer-pricing regulations) have not been sufficiently tested 
in practise  so there is some uncertainty as to how the tax authorities would apply them. The extent 
of this uncertainty cannot be quantified. The uncertainty will be reduced only if legal precedents or 
official interpretations are available. The Company’s management is not aware  
of any circumstances that may give rise to a future material expense in this respect.  

 
iv) Suppliers’ warranties relating to completed investment projects are covered by bank guarantees or 

by promissory notes during the agreed warranty period. At 31 December 2020  the bank guarantees 
amounted to EUR 156 671 (2019: EUR 124 194) and promissory notes amounted to EUR 7 975 
(2019: EUR 533 199). Suppliers warranties relating to projects under construction are covered by 
bank guarantees until the prepayment is settled  and amounted  
to EUR 0 as at 31 December 2020 (as at 31 December 2019: EUR 0).

VIII. INFORMATION ABOUT SUBSIDIARY BSP BRATISLAVA – SCHWECHAT PIPELINE  

As at 31 December 2020 the Company recorded a financial investment in BSP Bratislava-Schwechat 
Pipeline GmbH (BSP) amounting to EUR 7 898 thousand and a long-term loan provided in the amount of 
EUR 7 418 thousand. This investment reflects the interest of the state and cooperation aimed  
at increasing energy security of the Slovak Republic.  
 
The project Construction of the Bratislava – Schwechat Pipeline aims to provide the Schwechat refinery 
with Russian oil and in case of crises in oil supplies to the Slovak Republic to supply oil from  
the Adriatic Sea via Terst over the Trans Alpine Reitung (TAL) and AWP to the refinery in Bratislava  using 
BSP reverse flow. The BSP project is managed on the basis of its own budget. On 16 October 2009  the 
Ministry of Economy of the Slovak Republic and the Federal Ministry of Economy Family and Youth of the 
Republic of Austria signed the Memorandum of Understanding relating to cooperation  
in the energy sector. The project continues with focus on environmental aspects. 
 
In May 2011  the Slovak Government adopted a resolution to continue with the BSP project and obliged 
the Ministry of Economy of the Slovak Republic to develop a study on alternatives from a technical  
environ-mental and legal perspectives. In 2012  activities of the Company and related discussion on the 
BSP project between the Slovak Government  Slovak Ministry of Economy  the Ministry of Economy  
of Austria and other stakeholders continued. Contractual terms were prepared between the Slovak 
Ministry of Economy and the Ministry of Economy of Austria  assessment of the economic return was 
completed and analysis of legislative environment was performed. Based on communication with  
the EU Commission it was acknowledge through its Commissioner that the project is of strategic 
importance. In January 2013  the Slovak Government adopted a resolution – Information on the project 
relating to Bratislava – Schwechat pipeline with Schwechat refinery. In this strategic nature and feasibility 
of connecting the Druzba pipeline with Schwechat refinery. In this resolution  the Slovak Government 
confirmed the strategic importance of the project for the Slovak Republic. In 2013   
the meetings with all relevant stakeholders continued  there were meetings with OMV regarding  
the planned oil volumes and tariffs and a working group was established together with representatives of 
Ministry of Economy of the Slovak Republic and Bratislava City. During the year 2013  the BSP project 
was approved in the Regulation of the European Commission as a Project of common interest  further a 
mandatory of the Slovak Government for the BSP project was appointed as well as the new Land Use 
Plan reflecting the proposed route was approved by the Bratislava Region. 
 
Meetings of all involved parties continued during year 2014. At the end of 2014  the Agreement on 
Cooperation in the Area of Long-term Oil supplies (15 years) between Government of the Slovak Republic 
and Government of the Russian Federation was signed (signed on 6 December 2014, valid since 1 
January 2015). This agreement guarantees additional space for future oil transit through  
the territory of the Slovak Republic to Austrian Schwechat.  
 
Meetings of all involved parties at the local and international level continued during year 2015.  
The results of local activities were the specification of the route and updating of project studies and  
the implementation plan for the investment needed for further progress of the project. On  
the international level  the project of Bratislava – Schwechat pipeline was approved by the European 
Commission as a strategic EU project in November 2015 within the Projects of common interest.  
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During the year 2016, the meeting of BSP management with representatives of the Bratislava Council 
(MsZ Bratislava) and the Municipality of the City of Bratislava, representatives of Bratislava Region and 
civil associations were held repeatedly, to inform them about the BSP project. At the same time there 
were meetings held at the level of ministers and the leaders of the Ministry of Economy of the Slovak 
Republic, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Slovak Republic, Ministry of Environment of the Slovak 
Republic and as well with representants of the Offices of the Government of the Slovak Republic and 
Deputy Prime Minister for investment in order to accelerate the project implementation. The management 
prepared a report on the current status of the Bratislava-Schwechat pipeline project  which was sent to 
the Ministry of Economy of the Slovak Republic. 
 
In 2017  the parties reaffirmed their strategic interest in implementing the BSP pipeline project. 
Simultaneously the process of searching for optimal  pipeline route continued in accordance with  
the valid IP as well as searching for consensus in this area with the municipal administration of the Capital 
city of Bratislava. The above material was negotiated by the government in December 2017. The 
government  recommended to the investor reworking the project to the realisation status within  
the 18-month horizon (summer 2019). In the case of unchanged or negative position of project 
stakeholders Ministry of Economy will subsequently recommend to hold on the project. 
 
In 2018, there were changes in some laws affecting the BSP project, as well as changes between the 
parties involved. At the same time,  the Shareholder of the Company and the Government of the Slovak 
Republic did not decide in the given year on the further continuation of the project. In 2019, neither the 
Shareholder of the Company nor the Government of the Slovak Republic decided on the further 
continuation of the project. 
 
In view of the increasing uncertainty in the BSP project, the Company's management as at 31 December 
2019 evaluated the indicator of possible impairment of project assets and assessed the return on 
investment. The result was an increase in the provision for a long-term loan of EUR 2 402 thousand in 
2019. The residual value of the loan was EUR 0 as at 31 December 2019. 
 
In 2020, a loan in the amount of EUR 360 000 and interest as at 31 December 2020 in the amount of 
EUR 34 481 were provided to BSP. At the same time, a provision was created in the total amount of EUR 
394 481. 
In view of the above, in particular the increasing uncertainty in the BSP project, the Company's 
management as at 31 December 2020 evaluated the indicator of possible impairment of project assets 
and assessed the return on investment and long-term loan provided on the basis of net present value of 
future cash flows and project scenarios. The Company considers the probability of project implementation 
to be low, given the facts such as the duration of the preparatory work, the ongoing reassessment of 
implementation options, the views of stakeholders (including those rejected), the need for extensive 
legislative changes, etc. The result is a 100% decrease in the value of assets - the residual value of the 
financial investment in BSP as at 31 December 2020 is EUR 0 and the residual value of the receivable 
from BSP from the provided loan is EUR 0 as at 31 December 2020. 
 
Based on the decision of the new management of the Company, the organizational unit of the subsidiary 
BSP, a. s. in Slovakia. After the abolition of the organizational unit in Slovakia, the activities of BSP 
continue. As a shareholder, the management of BSP together with OMV ensures the continuation and 
operation of the Company. 
 
Upon the dissolution of the branch in Slovakia, significant cost savings were achieved. 
 
Further steps of the Company in connection with the completion of the implementation project will depend 
on the decision of the Ministry of Economy of the Slovak Republic. In the event of a shareholder's decision 
to delay the implementation of the project, the value of the provision would not change.
